W.A.R.C. Annual  Meeting – September 07, 2005

The Meeting was brought to order at 7:15 p.m. with President Jim Milner

(VE1 VIA) in the chair.  Sixteen members were present. 

Minutes From Last Meeting: 

The minutes from the September 2004 Annual Meeting were approved. Moved/seconded by Ron (VE1 BIC)/Jim (VE1 CHI).

Treasurer's Report: Mike (VE1MY) reported a balance of $ 1608.51 which includes $104.95 in the Bursary Fund.  It was moved/seconded by Jim (VE1 AFH)/Rick (VE9 RWS) that the report be accepted.  The Trustees will ask for an audit to be performed by Jack (VE1CZD). Mike (VE1 MY) also tendered his resignation as Treasurer, saying he had enjoyed the last few years as Treasurer but is moving on to other things.

Nominating Committee Report:  The committee consisted of  Peter (VE1CCL) and Jim (VE1CHI). Jim (VE1CHI) said three members the present Executive had offered to return, or retain their positions. 

Executive for 2005-2006: 

President:

Jim (VE1VIA) has re-offered to serve as President. 

Vice-President:

Lloyd (VA1MAB) has re-offered to serve as Vice-President and was unopposed.

Secretary:

Ron (VE1BIC) has re-offered to serve as Recording Secretary, and was unopposed.

Treasurer:   

Mike (VE1MY) has resigned as Treasurer.

Jim (VE1 VIA) nominated Colin (VE1 CMC) who declined.

Lloyd (VA1 MAB) nominated Rod (VE1 ROD) who declined.

Bruce (VE1 ABC) nominated Jim (VE1 CHI) who declined.

Jim (VE1 CHI) nominated Rick (VE9 RWS) who declined.

Jim (VE1 AFH) then offered to serve as Treasurer. There were no objections.

Repeater Committee:
Jim (VE1AFH); Rick (VE9RWS); Brad (VE1ZX)

Trustees:

(Brad (VE1ZX);Rick (VE9RWS); Al (VE1ZS).

Peter (VE1 CCL) will also continue as Newsletter Editor. He said he can always use help with material, and called the Newsletter a “cooperative effort.”

Ron (VE1BIC) thanked Mike (VE1 MY) for serving as Treasurer.

Jim (VE1 VIA) thanked Jim (VE1 CHI) and Peter (VE1 CCL) for serving on the Nominating Committee. He said the outgoing executive had worked hard. 

Jim called the previous year a “gung ho” year, and that whenever he asked for help, members were available. He said he would do the same in the coming year.

Jim touched on some highlights of the previous year, including the new Club banner and brochure, upgrades to the Club Website, and the “listserve” program for e-mail.  He noted that membership had increased to 52 paid members, with five new members being added. He said that although there had been no calls to assist with EMO, the Club was ready to go anytime if needed.  He remarked on the ongoing repeater work, tower work and solar panels, a new UHF repeater for VE1 SPR, and new controllers. The President singled out the June address by Don Courcy (VE1 CY) as one of the more informative of the previous year, and thanked the Club Examiners – Brad (VE1 ZX) Rick (VE9 RWS) and Jim (VE1 AFH) for their work in the past year.  He called the President’s job “easy” as he is able to delegate many duties. 

New Business: The amount charged for dues was discussed. It was decided that the single membership dues for 2004-2005 will remain at $15.00 per person, $20.00 per family.
